ELIGIBILITY
■	 Participation in the contest is limited 

to students who are enrolled in a 
bilingual classroom, or in a classroom 
with native language support, or in a 
foreign language course.

■	 Participants must have a B average 
or better in academic grades and at 
least a 90% school attendance record.

■	 Previous winners are not eligible to 
participate.

CRITERIA
Each essay will be judged on:
(1) development of the theme – 10%; 
(2) originality – 20%; 
(3) content and clarity of expression – 

45%; and 
(4) grammar and mechanics – 25%

RULES
Only entries that comply with the fol-
lowing rules will be considered:

■	 Language: All essays must be written 
in English. But winners should be pre-
pared to present their essays in both 
English and their native language 
at an awards ceremony during the 
NABE conference in Austin, Texas.

■	 Subject: All essays must address at 
least one of the themes listed under 
“TOPICS” above.

■	 Length: The number of words must 
be listed at the end of each essay. 
Lengths must be as follows:

• Grades 3-5: 150-200 words

• Grades 6-8: 250-350 words

• Grades 9-11: 400-500 words

■	 Format: The essay must be handwrit-
ten neatly in ink or typed double-
spaced.

■	 Application: An application form 
must be stapled to the essay, contain-
ing the name of the contestant, his/
her native language; home address 
with ZIP code; telephone number 
with area code; grade level; name 
and address of school; name of bilin-
gual teacher and school principal; 
and name of school district.  Name 
should not appear on the essay. 
Applications require a teacher’s sig-
nature verifying that applicants meet 
the contest eligibility criteria.
